Segregated entrances to churches
and other places of worship. Lynching of couples who dare to
intermarry. Such things are a daily reality for those suffering
from caste discrimination in different parts of the world
today.

As the United Nations hosts a World Conference Against
Racism, Racial Discrimination, Xenophobia and Related
Intolerance this week in South Africa, human rights activists
from the many countries are working together to identify
strategies to eradicate racial discrimination in all its forms.

It is time to place caste discrimination squarely on the
global agenda. Caste 1s an immutable characteristic
determined by birth. It establishes a system of rigid social
stratification into hierarchical groups.

Today, in many countries, low-caste individuals are
subject to economic exploitation and even bonded labor.
Children in low-caste families are forced out of primary
education because of social rejection or poverty. Violence
against these communities continues unbated, often with
impunity for crimes such as rape, arson and murder.

When one in every 25 people on the earth is a victim of
caste discrimination, it would seem an impossible issue to
ignore in the international arena.

Now is the time for action.
