Countries across the world will have to dramatically increase
investment in dams, pipes and other water infrastructure to avoid
widespread flooding, drought and disease even before climate change
accelerates these problems, experts have warned.

The warnings follow a summer of dramatic events, from
hurricane flooding in the Caribbean and the east coast of America to
desperate measures in drought-stricken Mediterranean countries,
including importing water by ship.

The threat of poor infrastructure to populations in developing
countries is greater, said Olcay Unver. “You can’t justify the deaths
of so many children because of lack of infrastructure or simple lack
of access to safe water” he added.

Glen Daigger said that spending on clean water was the single
greatest contribution to reducing disease and death.

Last year the World Bank called for investment in water
infrastructure to cope with population growth and climate change,
which are expected to leave about 4 billion people living in “water
stress” areas - deemed to have insufficient water to meet daily needs.
Water pollution and the threat to coastal areas of erosion, sea level
rise and storms are also growing concerns.
