The idea was so hopelessly idealistic, some teachers turned to
each other with eyebrows raised and on the verge of laughter. A
business advice centre in Nottingham had asked to take the city’s
most unruly pupils out of lessons, and teach them how to run their
own companies.

The business advisers wanted to start with 14 - and 15 - year -
olds who were either in danger of being excluded from school, or
already had been, and who came from the most deprived areas of the
city.

Their thinking was that if the youngsters saw they could
successfully start their own businesses - make a profit even - they
would rebuild their battered egos and go on to further education,
rather than drop out.

The scheme, called Business Breaks, started four years ago. Since
those early days it has blossomed. It now plans to double the number
of schools it works with. The youngsters on the scheme have also
flourished.

Julie Parry-Jones, the business adviser who started the project,
says: “When we start at the beginning of each academic year, some of
the teenagers won’t look us in the eye; by the end, they are waiting
for us in the car park. We help them Ilearn creatively and
independently. We give them trust, and that’s something they are not
used to. We show them how to defy their circumstances and make
something more of themselves.”
