Imagine a future where there is no such thing as
retirement, where elderly citizens must work to survive, and
where there are few younger people around to care for aging
parents. Not in Asia, one might think, because Asian children
are almost duty-bound to ensure that their elders are well
looked after.

The family remains cohesive in Asia; the great majority
of older people are still cared for by younger relatives. But
trends toward smaller family units, migration of young adults
and urbanization are making it harder to maintain this cycle
of young caring for old.

Government policies should aim to strengthen and assist
the family. For example, governments could provide home
care, day care and meal services for older persons. This would
free younger people to spend more time pursuing careers,
increasing the overall income of the extended family unit.

Women in Asia and the Pacific are sometimes refused the
right to own property. With little or no access to a pension
fund, many will not have enough money to look after
themselves in their old age. It is not surprising that an
increasing number of educated women in East Asia are
opting out of marriage and childbearing altogether.
